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1. You must have a pencil, pen, highlighter, notebook, folder, and textbook each day. Keep colored pencils on hand as we will frequently use them during math.
2. All math problems MUST be worked out in pencil. No pens allowed! Red pens are for grading only!

3. You MUST show all your work, label answers, and circle answers.

4. You will be required to complete and use a math notebook. Math notebooks consist of daily notes, sample problems, and practice problems. You MUST include the lesson number AND date on each notebook entry. Math notebooks will be collected and graded quarterly. If you are absent, it is YOUR responsibility to get the math notes. Math notebooks will be used as a quiz grade.
5. Homework will be assigned daily and graded for comprehension and effort. Homework is 25% of a student’s math grade.

6.  At the end of each chapter, a pretest will be assigned. Pretests are open book, open notes. Students may get help from teachers, other students, or parents on the pretests. All pretest questions will be reviewed in class before the test. Pretests count as quiz grades. Therefore, pretests are worth 30% of a student’s math grade. 

7. At the end of each chapter and pretest, a test will be administered. Each test is 20-25 questions. Students should study and review the pretest in preparation for the test. Tests are 45% of a student’s math grade.
